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«HOKUSHIN-RON» — NORTHERN DIRECTION OF JAPAN'S
TERRITORIAL EXPANSION (LATE 19" CENTURY — 1945)

The article analyzes the main stages of Japan's northern expansionist policy
in the late 19™ and first half of the 20" centuries. Japan established control
over Korea, the Liaodong Peninsula, and the South Manchurian Railway as
a result of the Sino-Japanese War 1894—1895 and the Russo-Japanese War
1904—1905. A distinctive feature of Japan's expansionist policy was the active
participation of radical nationalist groups outside the government's control.
They carried out violent actions aimed at changing the country's domestic
and foreign policies. Nationalist groups were directly involved in the occupa-
tion of Manchuria in 1931 and the invasion of China in 1937. A military
bridgehead was established in the occupied territory of Manchuria, aimed
against the Soviet Far East. The Neutrality Pact signed between the USSR
and Japan in April 1941 did not guarantee the security of the Soviet borders.
In July — August 1941, the Japanese command implemented the «Kan-
tokuen» plan to prepare for an invasion of Soviet territory. The Japanese
initiated numerous armed provocations on the Soviet-Manchurian border.
The need to ensure the security of the Far East led the USSR to enter the war
with Japan in August 1945. The defeat of the Kwantung Army and the loss
of a source of strategic resources in Manchuria became one of the most
important factors influencing the end of World War II.
